President’s Message

As I thought about a topic for the March newsletter I could not get over thinking about Jeff Bisson; 
Jeff is the son of Rick Bisson, at long time member of the roofing industry here in San Diego and  
currently a sales representative for Malarkey Roofing Products.  Jeff was killed in Iraq, January 20, 
2007, while serving in the US Army. Recently the SDRCA had a moment of silence in memory of 
Jeff; several people since then have asked me for more details of Jeff’s death.  Therefore, I thought 
I’d like to dedicate this newsletter article to Rick and Laurie Bisson and their son Jeff.

I had a chance to speak to Rick about Jeff, I learned that he was an avid boy scout in his youth which 
caused him to excel to the rank of an Eagle Scout and led him to enjoy the outdoors.  Jeff also      
developed a great love for jumping from airplanes, which is why he joined the Army Airborne. He had 
over 200 jumps and apparently loved it every time. He and his wife Rebecca were stationed at Fort 
Richardson in Alaska. They had only been married since last April but had to say goodbye 5 months 
later as Jeff was deployed to Iraq.

Jeff was a member of the 509th Infantry (Airborne) serving in Karma, Iraq when an enemy roadside 
bomb destroyed the Humvee his team was traveling in, killing four soldiers and wounding a fifth. 
Leaving behind is wife and a son, Chris.

The SDRCA, with the leadership of Gary Gilmore has established a Memorial Committee, which is in 
the process of raising funds to create a full size plaque at the Mount Soledad War Memorial. The first 
name on this plaque will be Jeff Bisson as a permanent remembrance of he and his families sacrifice 
in the line of duty for our country.

On the National Front
The 110th U.S. Congress now is in session, and the NRCA’s agenda has changed fairly significantly.  The NRCA sees a 
window of opportunity for comprehensive immigration reform that is reasonable during the next six months.  That will be 
the NRCA’s top priority.  In addition, the NRCA will continue to press for the roof system depreciation bill, and they are 
attempting to overturn the newest rule that enables the government to withhold 3 percent on all contracts.

The NRCA has also given up on two of the 2006 priorities, the small business health plans and repeal of the estate tax.

The NRCA expects to see a more rigorous regulatory program with a Congress more inclined to hold oversight hearings.  
OSHA has indicated its construction priorities will include cranes, derricks and silica.  California has formed a panel to 
investigate silica exposures in construction and that is an issue the NRCA will be watching closely.

The NRCA is also reporting that the 120th Annual Convention will include a keynote address by Christopher Gardner, 
Mr. Gardner has received a lot of attention as the subject of the movie “The Pursuit of Happiness:.
